El Paso Historical Tour
In the quest for better understanding of our local
and nearby history your newsletter editor and
Frank Parrish, along with our wives on October
14™ drove down to El Paso to participate in a
guided tour of downtown El Paso. The “Mexican
Revolution Historical Tour” is a bus tour designed
to give the participants a deeper understanding of
the significance of the Borderland during the
Mexican Revolution and an introduction to the
cultural and historical importance of the city of El
Paso, Texas. The tour identifies important histori-
cal sites in the Downtown area and discusses their
role both in the Battle of Juarez specifically and in
the Mexican Revolution as a whole. The tour was
designed by the Museum and Cultural Affairs De-
partment’s Cultural and Heritage Tourism division
in collaboration with local historians. Tours are
conducted on the second Sunday of every other
month from May to November and reservations
are required.
Ticket prices are $ 12 for adults and $10 for sen-
iors 62 and over.
The Mexican Revolution was an extremely com-
plex event that had a distinct impact on our bor-
derland. This tour gave us a better understanding
of how interrelated the cities of El Paso and Juarez
were and still are not only by virtue of their close
proximity but by their historical ties.
